Results of the 4 week trial period:
CLIENTNAME had the opportunity to do a 4 week trial starting MM/DD/YY using the DEVICE-NAME dedicated speech generating device in the following environments: home, school, outpatient therapy (interacting with the clinician to answer questions, make requests, and talk with others), and the community (making choices, sharing information). His/her overall trial with the DEVICE-NAME has been successful as goal results indicate:
1. Goal: CLIENTNAME will communicate personal/medical information using AAC with 70% or greater accuracy.

a. Results:  Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued. 
b. Comment: Examples included communicating body parts for pain purposes, and personal information (name, phone number, address, etc.).
2. Goal: CLIENTNAME will participate in social routines using AAC in 3/5 opportunities. 
a. Results: Goal met. 
b. Comment: CLIENTNAME was able to communicate social scripts with the Christmas holiday (i.e., Santa came to my house, I got a bear, Did you get a present, etc.)
3. Goal: CLIENTNAME will request an object or activity using AAC in 70% or greater of opportunities. 
a. Results: Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: Examples included requesting objects for therapeutic activities (monkey, bubbles, ball popper, etc.).
4. Goal: CLIENTNAME will access his/her AAC device using 1 step switching with auditory feedback with 70% or greater accuracy. 
a. Results: Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: CLIENTNAME is 85% accurate using 1 step switch scanning with auditory feedback. He has demonstrated understanding of 2 step scanning in order to increase the efficiency of accessing his device.

5. Goal: CLIENTNAME will access his/her AAC device to communicate by navigating across multiple levels with 70% or greater accuracy.

a. Results:  Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: Examples included navigating independently to request different items from 4 different pages in single session, navigating back to home page with only verbal cuing, and navigating 3 pages deep to access a highly preferred phrase.  

6. Goal: CLIENTNAME will take a minimum of 3 communicative turns on a topic in 3 out of 5 opportunities. 
a. Results:  Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: Examples included conversations on family members, an art project, and sharing about his/her dog.
7. Goal: CLIENTNAME will communicate a minimum of 3 communicative functions using AAC with 70% or greater accuracy.

a. Results:  Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: Examples included asking questions, telling jokes, labeling, answering questions, telling stories, protesting, commenting, and participating in back and forth conversation.

8. Goal: CLIENTNAME will communicate a target (preferred) item when selected from a field containing a foil (neutral choice) using AAC with 75% or greater accuracy.

a. Results:  Goal met/goal partially met/goal discontinued.
b. Comment: 

The DEVICE-NAME was shown to be superior for CLIENTNAME to other considered device(s), devicenames, because….  .  CLIENTNAME participated in a 4 week trials of alternative considered device starting on MM/DD/YY with the following results. Overall, DEVICE-NAME is recommended over the other considered speech generating devices considered because….  
A dedicated speech generating device is medically necessary for CLIENTNAME to communicate his/her wants/needs, such as hunger and thirst, pain, feelings, and discomfort with multiple people he/she is in contact with throughout his/her day including those he may not be familiar with. 
It is recommended that CLIENTNAME be fitted with a DEVICE-NAME with [mount], [accessible carrying case], [switches specified] [other].  The DEVICE-NAME is a dedicated speech generating device.
