New ChildServe Center Open
ChildServe, formerly the Convalescent Home for
Children, has provided high quality care in its
residential program for children with special health
care needs for many decades. Since 1985, the
organization has also greatly expanded its capacity to
serve children with special health care needs in their
homes and other community based settings by
developing its community program.

The first community service to be developed was the
adaptive equipment workshop in 1985. The addition of
therapy services followed in 1987. Respite and supported
community living were added in 1995, and childcare in
1997. In 1998 ChildServe began providing case 
management services in Polk County, as well as 
homecare services.

In the last few years one of the challenges the organ-
ization has faced was that many of these community
services operated under separate names and were based
in different locations.

As you know, in 2002 ChildServe became our new
name, which more accurately reflects the wide array of
residential and community services that we now
provide. That same year planning began for construc-
tion of a new ChildServe Center in Johnston to better
meet growing service needs. 

The new center, which is now open, is a key step
toward integration of ChildServe’s many services. The
ChildServe Center houses all of the Des Moines-based 
community services discussed above, including 
adaptive equipment, homecare,
respite, supported community living,
therapy and case management. The
Center is also home to adminis-
trative offices and the ChildServe
Foundation offices.

The ChildServe Center is locat-
ed at 5406 Merle Hay Road,
just south of the ChildServe

Habilitation Center and the newly acquired ChildServe
Childcare Center. Together, the three buildings create a
campus-like environment that will provide families,
friends and staff with more convenient access to 
services.

Special features of the new building include a large
gymnasium with exciting new equipment and viewing
areas for therapy activities; large respite center that
provides a safe, homelike environment with access to
activity areas, playgrounds, kitchen and swimming
pool; fully equipped adaptive equipment workshop for
design, construction and adjustment of special equip-
ment for children; and a large training center for use by
families, children and staff. 

We will host several open houses this summer for
donors, families and neighbors, and a Grand Opening
for the public this fall. More details will be provided
later this summer. Please join us to celebrate our bright
future together!

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From the President & CEO
It is an exciting time at ChildServe. This year we celebrate 75 years of service to
children with special health care needs and their families, completion of a
successful capital campaign, expansion of childcare, and opening of a new
facility. 

ChildServe was established in 1928 as the Junior League Convalescent Home
by the Junior Social Service League. Since that time, the organization has grown
and changed a great deal to become the ChildServe of today. Changes have
included different locations, names and services, and service to many more 
children.

Yet, other things have remained the same throughout our 75 year history,
including the tradition of compassionate care; the high quality mission-directed
staff; the generous support of many ChildServe friends in the community; and
our commitment to expand our capacity to serve children with special health
care needs and their families in multiple settings. Through the years this 
organization has established a legacy that we are still living today. 

Today we offer a wide range of residential services and community services.
Residential services include skilled nursing care, intermediate care, and 
residential supported community living. Community services include respite,
supported community living, homecare, case management, adaptive equipment,
childcare, and therapy.  

Recent changes and achievements include:
• July 2002— A name change from the Convalescent Home for Children 

to ChildServe, which more accurately reflects the variety of services 
we provide to children with special health care needs and their families, 
and how they work together. 

• January 2003—The addition of Village Square Daycare Center in 
Johnston, now known as ChildServe Childcare Center. We are now able 
to provide integrated childcare here in the Des Moines community, 
something parents have been requesting for years. 

• April 2003—Completion of the $4.1 million ChildServe vision campaign,
which has allowed for expansion of group homes and the construction 
of the new ChildServe Center in Johnston.

•  June 2003—Opening of the new ChildServe Center in Johnston at 
5406 Merle Hay Road, which is a key step toward integration of 
ChildServe’s many services. The Center houses Des Moines-based 
community services, as well as administrative offices and the ChildServe
Foundation offices. 

We served more than 1,500 children and families this past year, and our 
waiting lists continue to grow—39 for the residential program, and 108 for the 
community program. Children with special health care needs in Iowa need
ChildServe, and we will work toward continuing to expand our capacity to 
provide comprehensive care services. 

Thank you for the part you have played, the contributions you have given, the
partnership you have nurtured, and the stewardship commitment you have
made to help ChildServe increase it’s capacity to partner with families to help
children with special health care needs live a great life!
